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Abstract

Issues of fight against trafficking in human beings in the areas of international peacekeeping operations (IPKO) are discussed in the article. The attention is paid to the factors contributing to emergence, development and transforming of this type of crime in IPKO areas into transnational ones. Factors that determine the active covert counteraction to trafficking detection and investigation in IPKO areas are revealed. Other factors that complicate the detection, investigation and prosecution of these crimes in IPKO areas are identified. The factors that can facilitate the detection and investigation of these crimes in IPKO areas are defined as well. A complex of measures to enhance the effectiveness of IPKO police are suggested: training IPKO police to oppose the hidden confrontation from the side of local authorities at all levels, organizing the direct interaction with the police of states, which contain criminal residents connected with IPKO area, interaction and providing protection to nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) in IPKO area, shifting from the practice of conveying criminal suspects, who belong to international IPKO staff, under their national jurisdiction, to the practice of conveying them under the jurisdiction of the International Criminal Court. The suggested solutions need a number of international legal measures for their implementation. 
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
